THE PETITIONER ABOVE NAMED RESPECTFULLY FILES ITS SUBMISSIONS AS UNDER:

1. Torrent Power Limited, is a Company incorporated under the Companies Act,

1956. Torrent Power Ltd (hereinafter referred to as “TPL-D” or the “Petitioner”)

is filing this petition in its capacity as the licensee of Dahej SEZ area.

2. The Hon’ble Commission in exercise of the powers conferred under Sections 61,

66, 86 (1) (e) and 181 of the Electricity Act 2003 (36 of 2003), has issued the

GERC (Procurement of Energy from Renewable Sources) Regulations, 2010 vide

its Notification No. 03 of 2010 dated 17t April, 2010 (hereinafter referred to as

RPO Regulations) for promoting the sale of power from renewable energy
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sources and for procurement of energy from renewable sources by distribution
licensee within the State of Gujarat. In the RPO Regulations, the Hon’ble
Commission has specified the minimum percentage for procurement of power
from Wind, Solar and Other Sources (“Obligation”). Subsequently, the Hon’ble
Commission issued the Gujarat Electricity Regulatory Commission (Procurement

of Energy from Renewable Sources) (First Amendment) Regulations, 2014 dated

04.03.2014 revising Obligation under RPO Regulations.

 The Hon’ble Commission has further revised the Obligation through the Gujarat
Electricity Regulatory Commission (Procurement of Energy from Renewable
Sources) (Third Amendment) Regulations, 2022 vide its Notification No. 1 of 2022
on 08t April, 2022. As per the said Notification, the RPO obligations of the

obligated entities for FY 2022-23 is as under:

Py 202223 | 17.00% 825% | 800% |  0.75%

In compliance to the above, the Petitioner has made sincere efforts to fulfil the

RPO through purchase of Renewable Energy.

Further, the Hon’ble Commission vide its order in Case no. 1831/2019 dated 4"
May, 2022 and Case no. 1902/2020 dated 11t May, 2022 has directed the
Petitioner to fulfill the RPO shortfall of FY 2018-19 and FY 2019-20 during FY
2022-23 in addition to the RPO specified by the Hon’ble Commission for FY 2022-
23. In turn, the Petitioner has considered the balance renewable energy
purchased during FY 2022-23 after adjusting 16.79 MUs of Non Solar RPO and
854 MUs of Solar RPO towards the compliance of RPO of FY 2018-19 and FY
. 2019-20.

. Accordingly, the status of compliance of RPO of TPL-D for FY 2022-23 is tabulated

as under:

7. In case of Non-Solar, the Petitioner has made efforts to fulfill its obligation by
entering into long term arrangements and also procured power from Green Day
Ahead Market. Further, during FY 2022-23, the Petitioner has also procured Non
Solar energy of 122.05 MUs from Green Day Ahead Market and 0.06 MUs of RE
attribute from Waste-to-Energy plant as per allocation by GUVNL, being the
nodal agency. Accordingly, the Petitioner has achieved RPO compliance of

16.79% against RPO target of 9% for Non-Solar.

8. In case of solar, the Petitioner has made necessary arrangements to fulfil the
compliance including entering into long term solar PPA and procuring power

from Green Day Ahead Market. Accordingly, the Petitioner could achieve RPO




compliance of 1.43% against RPO target of 8%. However, the Petitioner could not

fulfill the solar RPO due to following issues which are beyond its control:

a. During FY 2020-21 the Petitioner had initiated the competitive bidding
process and has successfully tied up 450 MW solar power for TPL-D
license areas of Ahmedabad/Gandhinagar, Surat, Dahej SEZ and Dholera
SIR out of which 15 MW is allocated to Dahej SEZ. The original SCOD was
November 2022. However, due to Force Majeure condition, the revised
date of SCOD is April 2024. Accordingly, there was no supply of electricity
from this project during FY 2022-23.

b. Further, during FY 2022-23, the Petitioner has also procured 6.70 MUs

solar energy from Green Day Ahead Market.

9. Based on the above, it can be seen that the actions taken by the Petitioner are

bona fide.

10. The proviso to Regulation 4.1 of the Hon’ble GERC (Procurement of Energy from

Renewable Sources) 2010, as amended, provides that:

“d. If the above-mentioned minimum quantum of power purchase either from
Solar or Wind or Large Hydro Power Plant of capacity above 25 MW and
commissioned after 8th March, 2019 as per MoP, Government of India
Notification No. F. No. 15/2/2016-H-1 (Pt) dated 08.03.2019 or Others
(including Biomass, Bagasse & Bio-fuel based cogeneration, MSW and
Small/Mini/Micro Hydro) is not available in a particular year, then in such
cases, additional renewable energy available either from Solar or Wind or
Large Hydro Power Plant of capacity above 25 MW and commissioned after
8th March, 2019 as per MoP, Government of India Notification No. F. No.
15/2/2016-H-I (Pt.) dated 08.03.2019 or Others shall be utilised for fulfilment
of RPO.”

11. Based on above, it can be seen that the Petitioner has achieved RPO of 16.79%

against 9.00% for non-solar. Accordingly, the Petitioner proposes to adjust

surplus non-solar RPO with shortfall in solar RPO as per the aforementioned

provisions of Regulation 4.1.

12. Further, there is a net surplus in RPO Compliance for FY 22-23. The Petitioner
requests the Hon’ble Commission to consider balance RE over and above RPO %
approved by the Hon’ble Commission for FY 22-23 towards shortfall in RPO

compliance for FY 21-22, if any.




13. Prayers

The Petitioner prays the Hon’ble Commission:

a) To admit the petition.

b) To adjust the surplus RPO of non-solar RPO with shortfall in solar RPO as per

provisions of Regulation 4.1.

c) To afford the reasonable opportunity of hearing to the Petitioner before

passing any orders in the matter.
d) To allow additions/ alterations/ changes/ modification to the submissions.
e) To condone any inadvertent omissions/ errors/ shortcomings.

f) To grant any other relief/s as it deems fit and appropriate under the

circumstances of the case and in the interest of justice.

Declaration that the subject matter of above petition has not been raised by the
Petitioner before any other competent forum, and that no other competent
forum is currently seized of the matter or has passed any orders in relation
thereto.
